Selection is based on the application information, the
student's GPA of 2.5 or higher, and two letters of testimony (one from the American Legion coach or team
manager, and the other from a community leader, school official or minister). The scholarship award amount
is $500. The winner will be presented a plaque from the Turner family at the State Baseball Tournament.
